•  Ginny Redmond (Team Leader), Eva Harvey (Alaska Alumni) 
• Alaska received notification that we were awarded COE Matching funds for 

production of a Factbook. We will start work on this later in the spring. 
• Both of the UB program director positions in Fairbanks are vacant and ETS 

program will be going away. The UAA UB program has changed from having a 
"director" to a "program manager." The UAA rep. was unsure if this is a change in 
duties or merely a semantic change. The position reports directly to the vice-
chancellor of the division. 

• Alaska is prepared to attend policy seminar and is trying to coordinate some 
activities in-state to promote awareness of TRiO. Sari Byerly attended our board 
meeting on Feb. 17 to discuss op-ed pieces and letters to the editor. The board 
will follow up with our members and try to generate some interest. Additionally, we 
will try to launch a postcard campaign by parents and students. After policy 
seminar we will have a statewide general meeting and strategic planning to map 
out the next three years or so. 

• UAA is celebrating TRiO Day on Feb. 18 and UAF is celebrating TRiO Day on 
Feb. 20. We received a proclamation from the Governor declaring Feb. 20-26 
TRiO Week and acknowledging all Alaska TRiO Programs. The legislature has 
also issued a citation recognizing all Alaska TRiO programs. Copies were 
provided to all program directors as well as administrators. We also received word 
that SSS is on the governor's radar after he recently saw the movie Alaska TRiO 
produced a couple of years ago and began to inquire about the program. 

• Statewide interest in the Alaska Association of TRiO Programs remains low and 
our president elect position remains vacant.
