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PEER Review Process Information and Procedures:
The Northwest Association of Special Programs continues to support the TRIO Peer Review process and is in the process of strengthening this valuable service.  To assist with the continued training of project reviewers and to meet the increased demand for project requests, the NASP Board has voted to charge projects a $500 fee (plus expenses and project membership) for a full, formal review or project evaluation.  The additional fee will be used to help defray training costs and compensate individuals for the time spent putting together the formal report.
NASP will continue to support technical reviews as a service of the NASP project membership without any fees except for the reimbursement of travel/per diem expenses to the reviewers.

	    1.  Technical Review

Purpose:  To provide guidance to directors in Region X seeking to improve their TRIO projects.

Benefits:  Provides mentors for regional projects.
	A Technical Review is normally a one day review where a team of peer monitors will help a TRIO director evaluate their project.  No written report.
NASP Project Membership required ($325)

Technical Review is free to Region X TRIO projects; however, projects will need to reimburse peer monitor(s) for travel and other expenses.

	2. Full (2-day) Project Review with a formal written evaluation.

Purpose:  To provide TRIO Project with a formal evaluation process as designated in a grantee’s funded proposal.

Benefits:  Provides a formal evaluation that generates a written report for program use.

	Usually consists of a review team of 2 or more peer monitors.

NASP Project Membership required ($325)

$500 NASP fee required

Project pays travel and other expenses



	3. Out of region Peer Project Reviews

Purpose:  Same as above
Benefits:  Provide a service that will bring in funds for NASP activities.
	Limited number of reviews will be considered each year.

NASP Project Membership required ($300)

$2000 NASP fee plus travel expenses
